Biography of Melissa Fogarty, Soprano

Noted by The New York Times for her “delirious abandon” onstage, versatile soprano MELISSA FOGARTY’s wide range of experience has taken her from New York City Opera to leading early music ensembles and contemporary groups such as New York Collegium and Sequitur. Last season, she made her New York City Opera debut as Cupid/Venus/Honor in Purcell’s King Arthur and was featured in NYCO’s annual composer’s showcase VOX, where she performed the one-woman "aleatoric soundscape" Dice Thrown by John King, described by The New York Observer as “a piece [that] became a dazzling coloratura solo of compelling dramatic urgency in a performance by the stunningly accurate soprano.”  She is a favorite of Pulitzer prize-winning composer David Del Tredici and recently premiered two new pieces of his at Symphony Space in New York. Also a regular with Seattle Baroque Orchestra, last season she appeared as Serpina in La Serva Padrona and was noted in the Seattle Post-Intellegencer for “bright attractive soprano and ample technique.” This summer, Ms. Fogarty made her debut as Ottavia  in “The Coronation of Poppea,” with Opera Omnia and is appearing this season as “Dorothy” in “Strange Fruit” at Harlem School of the Arts, and in scenes from Kimper’s Patience and Sarah with Musique a la Mode. Having received fellowships from the Carmel Bach Festival and the Bach Aria Group, Ms. Fogarty is no stranger to the music of J.S. Bach and recently enjoyed participating in Bach scholar and philanthropist William H. Scheide’s 95th birthday celebration concert with Bach-Collegium Stuttgart and singers from Opera New Jersey at Richardson Hall in Princeton. Ms. Fogarty has recordings on Centaur, Musicians Showcase, and Albany labels. Albany released her solo CD "Handel: Scorned & Betrayed” which with received an Outmusic Award (OMA) in 2006.
